Positive Intervention Plan of Huron Academy

Huron provides a school-wide behavior plan to support student’s efforts to manage their own behavior and assure academic achievement.  Huron uses a proactive, positive, skill building approach with the children.  Each month we highlight a positive character trait as a theme for the whole school.  The theme is reviewed in the classroom through lessons and activities.  Every classroom has a positive behavior chart so the children can self-monitor behavior and progress.  Huron’s social worker and the administration review report cards, discipline notices, and teacher statements to identify students “at risk.”  Once identified the social worker gives support and emphasizes skills needed to improve the behavior of the student.  A few students may need a “Functional Behavior Assessment” and a “Behavior Intervention Plan.”  This procedure may include positive strategies, programs, and supplementary aids to support and address a student’s disruptive behavior.  Huron may use the following techniques, as a last resort, to ensure the safety of all the students: 

1. Physical Restraint: Is the application of physical force by one or more staff    members to restrict a student’s freedom of movement.  
2. Seclusion: Is the confinement of a student in a secured room or space.

Restraint and seclusion are reserved for emergency situations as a last resort.  The safety and wellbeing of all the students at Huron is our first concern.  All staff members are responsible to inform parents of any discipline techniques used to manage student behavior.
